INTRODUCTION AND
CONTEXT

There has not been a truly integrated parks
planning exercise undertaken for the
planning area that is able to properly
accountfor the wide range of natural area,
open space andecreation issues and
values. In addition, theareais of strong
significance to Ngai Tahu Instead,
planning in the past has focused on just a
part of the area, covered a limited set of
values and useanddid not result in more
thanone managemeiuian thatis now out

of dateand another that went no further
than being a draft These were a
management plan for Spencer Park
adopted in 1982and a draft management
plan for Seafield Park prepared in 1995,
but this was never @proved for public
consultation. In additiona management
plan for Bottle Lake ForesPark to the
south, was adoptetty the Christchurch
City Council in 1997 This wasall work
that was undertaken by the Coutkithen
Parks Unit. Alg, at about the same time
work commencean an area plan for wider
community and infrastructure values, such
as roading andtorm watertreatment, in
the area by the then Environmental Policy
and Planning Unit.That work continues
today by the Strategid&hning Unit.

There is also a framework of strategic
districtfegional planning affecting the area
that has been facilitated by the
Christchurch City Council (Christchurch
City Plan) and the other esource
management  authorities, Environment
Canterbury (RgionalCoastal Environment
Plan for the Canterbury Regignand the
Department of Conservation (Canterbury

Engagement by the community and
community representativesNgu Tahu,
land and resource administrators and
interest groups in planning for the open
space and natural values for the area has
been relativelysporadic, digointed and
site specific since 2003, when planning
issues were first raised for discussion.
