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CAN Policy update:

Policy progress since CAN Exec meeting 13th February 2008:

HIGH PRIORITY:
1. Compulsory 3rd Party Insurance for Motorists.  Final policy, issued on 11th May 2008.
2. Fuel tax.  Final policy, issued on 11th May 2008.  

3. Health and Fitness.  Provisional policy.  Was on the CAN website as a provisional policy.  Sridhar incorporated comments from public early February 2008.  Thomas moved the October 2007 version to the Final Policy page on 20th June 2008.  Graeme has modified Sridhar’s Feb 2008 version and sent it to him for checking on 13th July.  Next step would be sending it to Exec for final review.  When accepted, this will replace the version currently on the old website.  Probably should get Thomas to remove the Oct 2007 version off the old website in the meantime.
4. Speed Limit Tolerance.  Provisional policy.  Closing date for “public” comments was 29th February.  Andrew volunteered to progress seeing Sridhar was busy with studies.  Andrew circulates revised provisional policy to Sridhar and Graeme 23rd July.
5. Speed Limits for Urban Areas.  Draft policy.  Sridhar circulated draft within policy subcommittee asking for any comments by 20th Feb.  Graeme updates draft with comments and sends to Sridhar on 25th March, Sridhar busy with studies.  Andrew circulates revised draft policy to Sridhar and Graeme 23rd July.
6. Car Parking.  Draft policy.  Graeme puts draft policy created to date up onto Spokes website CAN policy area 18th May.  Last major change made online 24th May.  Needs to be circulated to exec and to CAN forum for next stage of consultation. 

7. Road pricing.  Draft policy.  Last modification made by the on-line by group was on 11th May.  Needs to be extracted off Spokes website CAN policy area and circulated to exec.
MEDIUM PRIORITY:

8. Cell Phone Use in Vehicles.  Lisa posts draft up onto policy wiki draft policy in November.  Changes made to draft by Axel, Graeme and Lisa.  No activity to modify it by online group since 9th Jan.  Almost complete but needs some more work before being extracted off Spokes website CAN policy area and circulated to exec.
9. Cycling on Footpaths.  Illona posts draft up onto Spokes website CAN policy area in November.  Changes made to draft by Axel, Anne and Graeme.  No activity to modify it by online group since 8th Jan.  Almost complete but needs some more work before being extracted off Spokes website CAN policy area and circulated to exec.

10. Bikes on Buses.  Graeme posts draft up onto Spokes website CAN policy area in early January using an earlier draft created by Axel.  No activity to modify it by online group since 6th Jan.  Needs some more work before being extracted off Spokes website CAN policy area and circulated to exec.
11. Regional Fuel Taxes.  Graeme modifies in July the old version of the fuel tax policy in the Spokes website CAN policy area to head it towards a policy on regional fuel taxes.
12. Other policy drafts put up on Spokes website CAN policy area by Graeme this year with no or little activity to flesh them out:

a. Sharing the road – medium priority.
b. Cycle skills training – medium priority.

d. Road user hierarchy – medium priority.

e. Police on bikes – low priority.
